Hamburger Bhf Museum

für Gegenwart
Neon lights the way

Berlin's main museum for contemporary art opened in the former railway

station of Hamburger Bahnhof in November 1996, giving the National Gallery

its first permanent home for its collection of contemporary art.



The museum stands out from afar, noticeable by its blue neon tubes of light

placed along the building's facade. The architecture is quintessentially 'Berlin':

a combination of past and present at play with one another. The glass roofs

and geometric designs make the museum a fascinating place to enjoy

modern, pop and contemporary art.



The 10,000 square meter area is dedicated to art from the second half of the

20th century onwards. The collection contains works from National Museums

in Berlin as well as many works belonging to the Berlin based private collector,

Erich Marx.



At the core of the Marx collection are works by Andy Warhol, Cy Twombly,

Robert Rauschenberg, Roy Lichtenstein, Anselm Kiefer and Joseph Beuys.

The collection also includes over 450 drawings by Beuys,

Stowed away on a side street by Rosa-Luxemburg Platz, Pro QM is a

bookstore run by book-lovers for book-lovers. It's been long regarded as the

city's most fantastic collection of titles, including a top-notch selection of art,

architecture and design books, which are the store's primary focus.



The smallish, intimate bookstore provides enough reading material to keep

interest piqued without overwhelming the reader with indifference; theory, pop

literature and political discourse journals are plugged into the white-walled

bookshelves while glossy magazines like Fantastic Man and Japanese

publication Fun Palace lay strewn over steps and ladders. Pro QM is more

reminiscent of your well-read friend's extensive private library rather than a

shop—meaning that the invitation to come over and browse the shelves

always stands.

Heavy weight champion

The Schwerbelastungskoerper (German: "heavy load-bearing body") is a

large cylinder made of concrete in Berlin, Germany. It was built in 1941 to

study the feasibility of constructing large buildings on the sandy ground in the

area, in preparation for the planned construction nearby of a massive

Triumphal Arch. It is 18 m high and has a mass of 12,650 metric tons.

Because of nearby apartment buildings, it was not possible to demolish it with

explosives at the end of World War II, so it remained; since 1995 it has been

protected as a historic monument.



The structure is located at the intersection of Dudenstrasse,

General-Pape-Strasse, and Loewenhardtdamm in the northwestern part of the

borough of Tempelhof.

If the structure was to sink 2.5 inches or less, the soil would be sound enough

to build Hitler's planned massive structures of Germania. It sank 7 inches in

three years, but Hitler disregarded the findings.

This minimally designed restaurant,

reminiscent of a winter wonderland, serves Austrian-inspired cuisine

exceptionally well.



Warmer than Alpenstück and certainly the classiest restaurant this side of

town, Schneeweiss doles out paper-thin crispy Wienerschnitzels, homemade

ravioli and seasonal dishes like rump steak in a wine-reduction sauce with

mushroom risotto. The dining room is bedecked in stylish all-white furniture,

chandeliers and white figurines, which contrasts nicely with the dark wood

paneling. Cool but still comfortable—the best of both worlds.
