Ah, Currywurst: the most famous of all Berlin dishes. It's basically a sausage
chopped up into bite-sized pieces, drowned in a ketchup-cum-curry sauce,
doused in curry powder and served with a side of fries on a rectangular paper
plate.

Curry 36 is, beside Konnopke at Eberswalder Stral3e, one of the most packed
locales specializing in this Berliner mainstay, where you eat your wurst
alongside suit-wearing lawyers and the working class clad in coveralls, tourists
and locals. The wurst-ladies are prime examples of Berlin service: quick and
rough. So have your order down while you wait in line, not when you're
suddenly face to face and they're waiting for you to make up your mind.
Currywurst is above all quick—so help keep it that way. After all, you wouldn't
want to keep big Klaus waiting in anticipation behind you.

While currywurst makes for a good shack any time of day, it's definitely a key

The Kunstgewerbemuseum (Museum of Decorative Arts) is one of the oldest
of its kind in Germany. It possesses one of the most important collections of
skilled craftsmanship. This portion of the museum can be found at Kulturforum
Potsdamer Platz.

The collection includes works of skilled craftsmanship ranging from
post-antiquity to the present. It encompasses all the styles and periods in art
history. On display are silks and costumes, tapestries, decorative wainscots
and furniture, glass vessels, enamel and porcelain, works in silver and gold as
well as contemporary crafts and design objects.

Many items were commissioned by representatives of the church, the royal
court and members of the aristocracy.

A tour of the spacious building at the Kulturforum Potsdamer Platz takes
visitors through 7,000 square meters of the exhibition room, revealing the
historical development and great variety of applied arts and crafts from the
Middle Ages through to Art Nouveau and up to the present d
